Key Reading Notes

* Holistic child development refers to the overall development of children including their body,

mind, and soul. It includes physical, cognitive, emotional, social and emotional development.

* Holistic learning of children can be promoted if the following principles are properly
nurtured:

* Early Development is crucial for future development

Child learning occurs the best through play

Development is varied within and between of children among the same age

Child learning is facilitated through adult guidance and scaffolding

Child development and learning is influenced by socio cultural contexts

Development is ongoing and needs continuous monitoring

Milestones: These are
average ages for specific
developmental behaviors.
While most children reach

milestones around the same
time, variations do occur due
to individual differences and
socio-cultural backgrounds.

Physical Development: Gross
Motor Skills: Children develop
abilities such as running,
jumping, climbing, and
balancing. By age 4, they can
typically hop on one foot and
catch a bounced ball. Fine
Motor Skills: Skills like holding
a pencil, cutting with scissors,
and manipulating small objects
improve. By age 5, children can
often draw simple shapes and
write some letters.

Solving: Children begin
to think logically and
solve simple problems.

By age 4, they can
follow multi-step
instructions and
understand the concept
of time.

* Child development is influenced by a combination of genetic, environmental
(including family background, early experiences, quality of relationships,
opportunities for play and exploration, access to resources, and the presence of
supportive caregivers), and socio-cultural factors (including economic
disparities, cultural practices, community resources), therefore, we can take a
holistic approach to support children's overall well-being and optimize their

learning potential.

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Key Reading Notes

* Play- based learning (PBL) is an active learning method that capitalizes on
child’s natural desire to engage in play. Any play- based learning activity has

three core elements

* PBL promotes interactions with adults, peers, materials and environment. This
interaction allows children to question, experiment, practice, and develop

critical skills.

* The facilitator deliberately creates and maintains a positive, safe and inclusive

environment for children to feel comfortable and joyful.

* In the work-based learning, children can engage in personal
care activities, clean classrooms and the preschool compound,
participate in gardening activities, design and construct
buildings as architects and engineers, or role play as nurses and
physicians in a makeshift hospital

Key Reading Notes

* Individual activity time in PPE refers to a period during which children engage in
activities independently or with minimal guidance from PP teachers. It allows
children to explore, experiment, and learn at their own pace, focusing on their
individual interests and abilities; such as art and craft (drawing, painting or open-
ended art activities), manipulative play (puzzles, building blocks, sorting games) and
sensory play (playdough, water play, sand play)

* Small Group (Project-based Learning): Project-based learning is a means to pursue
an integrated PPE curriculum. Teachers are expected to plan project-based learning
and invite children to actively engage in various project activities. Various methods,
including pretend play, constructive play, dramatic play, songs, stories, games,
coll}clzbomtive play, exploratory and inquiry-based activities, and others, can be used
in tne activities.

* Large Group Activity: PPE teachers can achieve various competencies using large
group activities. These activities are planned by teachers in the form of teacher-led
activities to allow children to initiate and actively engage in the activities. It is a
means to realize theme-based and interdisciplinary integration. Methods such as
stories, songs, poems, riddles, pictures, dramatic activities, and others can be used to
pursue the intents of the PPE competencies.

* The physical learning environment comprises indoor spaces, outdoor spaces,
toilets, sleeping spaces, water and dining spaces.

* The outdoor spaces contain a manipulative play area, physical play area, nature
and sensory learning area, and social and performance area.

* The indoor learning environment includes three components. These are the
corner spaces, the centre spaces and the wall spaces. The corner spaces are
spaces 1n a preprimary school classroom found in all side corners and used for
displaying and utilizing learning and play materials/resources and activities.

* Creating a functional social and emotional environment supports interactions
between the children, peers, teachers, and family members in the outdoor and
indoor spaces.

* The temporal PPE environment is about how the indoor and outdoor spaces are
effectively utilized each day, from routines and schedules to the activities
children engage 1n.

Key Reading Notes

» Assessment of children’s learning and development is a cornerstone of early
childhood education. There are two kinds of assessment in preprimary education.
One is a child learning assessment and the other is a child development assessment.

* Regularly document children's work, observations, and assessments to track their
growth and identify areas that may require additional support or enrichment.

* Play-Based Assessment: When teachers systematically observe children at play, they
can gain valuable insights into developmental and academic competencies.

* Project Assessment: Assess children s academic progress through the assessment of
their knowledge and problem-solving skills by observing them in actual problem-
solving situations.

* Portfolio Assessment: Portfolios are a systematic and organized collection of the
work that children do as they are engaged in learning activities. The child’s work that
is represented in the portfolio reflects curriculum goals, content, and strategies.

» The key is to ensure that all strategies are inclusive, positive, respectful,
emphatic, culturally responsive, and considerate of the diverse needs and
backgrounds of the families and community members involved.

* By actively engaging stakeholders, you can create a collaborative and
supportive environment that enhances the overall quality of PPE.

* Activities such as home-based, PP-based, and home-PP conferencing,
community based (including family workshop, cultural celebration event,
community service project, storytelling event, parenting training, exhibition,
and open-ended materials).

Key Reading Notes

» Continuous professional development (CPD) refers to a competency-building
ongoing process from pre-service education through on-the-job training to
retirement through a combination of approaches, ideas and techniques that
help preprimary school teachers manage their learning and that of peers with
the help of experienced mentors and trainers. It is an investment that teachers
make in themselves through a continuous process of linking learning directly to
practice. It is an act of professionals to retain and evolve their skills, their
understanding of those skills, and associated knowledge and experience by
proactively tracking, documenting, and reflecting on activities that improve
their performance. It is a career-long process of improving knowledge, skills
and attitudes, centred on the local context and particularly classroom practice.

* The PPE curriculum supports holistic development and provides a framework
for age-appropriate learning experiences. The PPE curriculum promotes
holistic development by incorporating personal and socio-emotional
development, early mathematics development, language development and
communication, performing and visual arts, environmental science, and
physical development and health learning areas.

* The PPE syllabus for levels I, Il & Il encompasses 18 thematic contexts, with
Six thematic contexts for each level. Each theme incorporates essential elements
such as developmental and learning outcomes, minimum learning competencies,
developmental and learning contents, methods and activities, learning resources
and materials, and assessment methods.

to think through or visualize the lesson as
he/she will teach it. At this point the PP
teacher can anticipate learning difficulties
and decide how to overcome them. The
plan assists the PP teacher in organizing
the tools, materials and aids needed to
carry out the plan

According to the national early childhood
education program standard of Ethiopia
(2002 E.CE about 15 to 20 minutes needs
to be set for children of age 3 to 4, 20 to 25
minutes for children of age 4 to 5 and 25
to 30 minutes for children of age 5 to 6 for
single period of educational activities and
indoor play.

Activity 1: Storytelling

* Time allotted: 25 minutes
* Key words: personal hygiene, physical appearance, immediate environment
* Learning method: storybook, reflection, pictures demonstration

* Role of the teachers: In order to enable children to learn while having fun listening
to the story, it 1s necessary to follow the sequence of story presentation: It is possible
to tell this story three times this week, 1.e. in the opening session, in the second
session, to have the children speak one by one, and on the third day, to have the

children present the story in the form of a drama.

Activity 1: Discussion

* Time allotted: 30 minutes

* Key words: artistic understanding, traditional and modern farming tools, types of

grains
* Learning method: Through discussion, explanation, question and answer

* Role of the Teacher's: After the teacher greets the children in the classroom, ask
them to talk about the farm you know in their area, identifying traditional and modern
farm tools, using their previous knowledge. Next, give them a description of the
farming tools you know about their area. Next, divide the children into groups and

give discussion points to each group so that they can learn through discussion.



Cont...

e Group "1" Let them discuss the names, quantities and benefits of traditional
farming tools such as: Mofer, Yoke, Plow, Mower, Manar, Maneko, etc.

* Group "2" by giving a picture of the types of grains that are planted in the
farm, for example: wheat, beans, chickpeas, corn, peas, etc. Have them tell
how big they are by measuring their size in small squares.

* Group "3" by giving a picture of a farm that is plowed by oxen, donkey, horse,
etc. and a modern method of plowing by a tractor, compare and contrast and
discuss which one produces the most yield or crop when plowed.

* Finally, after the discussion of all the groups, you write the names of types of
grains on the cut pieces of paper/cards/ and give them to each group and have
them read and write the words. Go around in their groups and explain what is
not clear. After leaving each group to tell their classmates what they have
discussed, have them draw traditional farm animals. Finally, form a word with
the initials of farm tools. Look at the picture of farm tools in their exercise book
and have them write their names next to them.



Cont...

* Learning and play materials: Different grains, cards with pictures of grains, picture
with farm tools, picture showing traditional and modern farming method, cards with

words of different numbers.

* Playing and learning materials: flash/number cards, number chart and model,

paper, pencils, and water related local materials.

» Assessment techniques: observation (evaluating their progress in the discussion
system, observing their adherence to instructions and orders) oral question (what are

traditional farm tools? What about modern ones?), giving a written question.
